The Pyramid as a Room for Reflection

Shielded from noise, rays and waves, visitors of a pyramid at Cornberg Monastery may well find some peace and quiet within. Karl Eduard Kueffel presents the pyramid in connection with his show.
Cornberg. A foundation of stone. A wooden triangle, covered in aluminum foil, topped by a smaller pyramid made of Plexiglass: That is the construction piece erected by artist Karl Eduard Kueffel at Cornberg Monastery. The artwork is intended for visitors as a room for reflection and silence, for meditation and contemplation in the upcoming weeks. Kueffel also shows a selection of his paintings in the monastery’s gallery. The exhibition opened last Friday and will remain open until September 3rd. 
A symbol of connections

Shielded from rays and waves, noise and hectic activity, the visitor will be able to collect himself and relax in the pyramid, Kueffel believes. To him, the construction is a symbol of “the connection between cosmos, body, spirit and soul.” The four corners of the pyramid face the four compass points.  
The artist, who resides in Metzlar near Sontra, Germany, selected the paintings on display to fit this subject. Titled “Today is Yesterday’s Tomorrow,” Kueffel shows abstract paintings. He calls the underlying theme of his works “visualism” and uses it to “question the permanent sensory overload.” Kueffel likes to use geometrical and phantastical figures as motifs but also chooses landscapes that frequently impress with their willful and often monochromatic color schemes.

Question the obvious  
“Visualism is meant to inspire the viewer to question the obvious picture and to illuminate statements in the background. People should question what is hidden behind the picture in the foreground,” Kueffel stated during the opening ceremony.

Prior to his speech, Karl-Heinz Benke and Harald Wendel had introduced the artist and his works. Musical entertainment with blues and jazz tunes was provided by Frank Geste (contrabass), Jens Guenther (piano) and Markus Tries (percussion).
The exhibition at the gallery of Cornberg Monastery is open until September 3rd. Opening hours are Tuesday – Sunday, 12 – 2 pm., Saturday and Sunday also 6 – 7 pm. The pyramid is located in front of the monastery and will be illuminated after dark starting tomorrow. A catalogue is available.
