Beyond the Sensory Overload
Vernissage on September 1 at the Muasem Hues: Works by Karl Kueffel / Introduction by Prof. Flemming

Morsum (cr.) Courage to be unconventional, courage to embrace a different viewpoint is clearly shown by the Chamber of Commerce East Sylt and the Friends of the Arts in Morsum through this exhibition of oil paintings, paint graphics and vases created by 33-year-old artist Karl Kueffel. Well-known art historian Prof. Dr. Hanns Theodor Flemming is expected at the vernissage on September 1 at 11 a.m. to give the opening speech.

Artist Karl Eduard Kueffel was initially influenced by Miro. He also felt attracted by the tachistic style of Jackson Pollock. The so-called “paint graphic style” Kueffel employs is based on lithographies and offset prints that are placed on the floor and then covered with splashes of paint that create the pictorial effect. Taking a look at the artist’s biography confirms a tendency to go his own way.
After training as a painter at Cornberg Monastery, Kueffel was taught by Prof. Heinz Lembke-Rousseau at Rittersheim. This was followed by an apprenticeship from 1979 – 1982 to become a forest manager in the Stoelzinger mountainrange. From 1988 – 1990, Kueffel studied to become an electronics engineer. He was accepted as a member of the “Young Art” group in Bonn in 1990. In the following years, his works were shown in Munich, Kassel and Mannheim.
The pyramid he built from stone, wood, and aluminum foil in Cornberg caused quite a stir. Visitors were shielded from hectic activity and damaging influences, enabling them to find themselves in the silence.

With his abstract paintings, too, Kueffel wants to help the viewer find peace away from the sensory overload. Frequently his landscapes impress through their monochromatic composition.
