Society and Film

	Central Munich · From July 5 to August 17, the Munich Film Museum at the City Museum, St.-Jakobs-Platz 1, will display works by artist Karl Kueffel about the topic “Society and Film” in its theater foyer. In this cycle of ten pieces – 2.5’ x 3’ oil paintings – Kueffel intertwines famous movie scenes with historical events of the past century.



Each of the ten collages is dedicated to one specific decade. Overall more than 400 scenes are worked into the pieces.
For each decade, Kueffel combines various movie motifs for that specific era into a collage, resulting in a mosaic of famous movie scenes and contemporary photographs that blend into each other. In the 1980s, we spot the peace movement signs, Chancellor Kohl, the Berlin Wall and Michail Gorbachev, all connected with well-know movie scenes.  
Moviegoers will recognize both German and international classics, such as Paul Wegener’s “Golem” and Fritz Lang’s “Metropolis” from the silent film era, or from the 1930s Leni Riefenstahl’s “Triumph of the Will.” There are glimpses of Volker Schloendorff’s award-winning “Tin Drum” as well as Franz Bayer’s Defa movie “Traces of Stone,” scenes from Margarete von Trotta’s “Marianne and Juliane”, Francois Truffaut’s “Jules and Jim” and even Walt Disney’s animated movie “The Lion King.”

Karl Kueffel was born in 1963 in Weissenborn, Hessia. Since 1991 he has been showing his works in joint or individual exhibitions in Munich, Frankfurt and Berlin. 

In July, this exhibition will be on display daily from 10:00 a.m. to 10:00 p.m., while in August – when the film museum’s theater is on summer break – opening hours are Monday through Friday from 10:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. The exhibition will then travel to the German Film Museum in Frankfurt. Admission is free.
